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Wood nailer

Existing single-ply membrane; or Duro-TECH
membrane greater than one year old

Note 2: Tie-in detail for all flat surfaces. The use of Detail T1070 will be required in
conjunction with Detail T1090 when tie-in is across metal flutes.

Note 3: Refer to General Requirements for wood nailer requirements.
Note 4: Refer to specifications for vapor barrier, insulation, and cover board requirements.
Note 5: All field welds must be a minimum of 1-1/2 in. (40 mm) wide.
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
